Sanitary guidelines for the summer season (beginning June 28)

a) All areas of our diocese will be classified as green zone as of June 28. Maximum numbers of
participants will be as follows: no more than 250 persons at Sunday or weekday Masses; a maximum of
250 persons may attend weddings and funerals, as always not including liturgical servers.

b) With respect to weddings and funerals, please note that people in the congregation are required
to remain seated throughout the service.
